In 1984 Malinda’s farming expedition began.  She married David, a full-time farmer.  David raised 35 acres of tobacco and had a small cattle herd.  The farming fever quickly spread through Malinda’s family.  Her father was hooked and his young boy’s experiences quickly came back to life.  Her father purchased several farms in Clark County and the cattle herd quickly grew.  With all the changes in the tobacco market, the only farm income now is the cow/calf operation. 
Malinda & David have two sons, Taylor (20) and Travis (16).  They live on a 150 acre farm in southwest Montgomery County.  Although David was raised on a farm his entire life, this was all new to Malinda.  Malinda currently works as a staff assistant at the Clark County Cooperative Extension Office which allows her to gain new information on a daily basis.  They farm approximately 1,400 acres in Clark and Montgomery counties.  They operate a 350 cow-calf operation.
David currently operates the family business, Stanley Pipeline, Inc.  with his brother-in-law, Bill Harp.  Therefore, Malinda has to work with the farm manager to make day to day decision on the farm.
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
